Myth 4 Now I have to pay to

If the journal is not OA, you can use the Green route

You only need to deposit the AAM (or VoR) on a suitable 
repository, and inform the publisher of the Rights 
Retention Strategy (i.e. no embargo and retain your rights)

Myth 5 I can no longer publish 
in the journal I want 
because it’s hybrid

Transformative Agreement are being 
negotiated for you by the Consortium 

Luxembourg. Your journal might not be 
compliant now, but could be in the future.

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REMINDER…

 Make sure to identify which policy applies to you (pre-2021, post-2021)

 Decide on the Green or Gold route to make your publications OA, both comply 
with funders’ old and new policies (with restrictions set in post-2021 policies)

 But always self-archive your publications on a suitable repository in any case

 Always make sure you upload the correct version (Sherpa/Romeo) and include 
the DOI given by the publisher

 Retain your author rights whenever possible (required for post-2021 projects)
